FL11 Everglacles National Park

FL11 is located in Everglades National Park, the only subtropical preserve in the
United States. President Harry S. Truman officially declared this unique wetland a
national park on December 6, 1947. It has been designated an International
Biosphere Reserve, a Wetland of International Importance, and a World Heritage
Site. The Everglades ecosystem is functionally dependent on the alternating wet and
dry season; therefore, monitoring of water levels and water quality plays a vital role
in its maintenance and mitigation. Efforts to save this diverse ecosystem led to the
initiation of the largest restoration project in the world.

NTN sampling began on June 17, 1980, under National Park Service (NPS)
sponsorship. The Inventory and Monitoring branch (IM) in the Hydrology
Department of NPS is responsible for this site, in addition to its Mercury Deposition
Network (MDN), Air Quality, and Ultraviolet Monitoring. The IM branch's main
objective is to monitor rainfall and water levels with staff gauges and continuous
water level recorders located at 106 locations throughout the park. George Schardt
(pictured on the right) began as a site operator in 1986 and is currently the site
supervisor. Frederick Mindermann (on the left) has been the principal site operator
since 2002 and Patricia Camino (center) recently came on board as the main operator
in late 2003.
