WA21 is located at the University of Washington’s Charles Lathrop Pack Experimental
Forest in Pierce County, Washington.  The 4,250-acre Forest is used for graduate and
undergraduate academic programs, research, conferences, continuing education, and public
outreach.

ME09 Greenville Station
ME09 is operated by the University of Maine and sponsored by the State Agricultural
Experiment Station at the University of Maine.  Of the four long-term NADP sites in
Maine, the Greenville site represents interior, forested landscapes of northern New
England without marine, agricultural, or industrial influence.
