AZ98 is located at Chiricahua National
Monument.  The Monument, established
in 1924, is 87% designated wilderness
and has tremendous biodiversity.  It was
part of the Chiricahua Apache homeland,
contains an early pioneer homestead that
is on the Historic Register, and has trails,
campground, many buildings and a fire
lookout built by the Civilian
Conservation Corps.
